From Party Lines to Fiber  
Rose now has a cordless phone she 
keeps next to her computer. She has an 
email address and even a FaceBook 
page. She doesn’t get out much but 
stays in touch with family and friends 
all over the world. In February Rose 
turned 87. She will soon celebrate     
another special event...one of the first 
customers in the Baca Valley exchange 
to have fiber to the home. The initial 
fiber project is almost complete and the 
Brown household will be the first site to  
“light up”.   
 

The old crank phone hangs on the wall 
as a reminder of another time. A few 
insulators are all that’s left of the old 
line. And Rose...well, she’s surfin! 

Can you imagine a day without 
phone calls, text messages, or 
emails? When Rose Brown 
moved to the family ranch 
northeast of Des Moines a crank 
telephone was her means of 

communication. Shared with 15 to 20 
other families, the  “line” was a single 
wire strung along the top of the barb wire 
fence, unreliable at best. In the 1950s, 
the crank phone was replaced by a rotary 
telephone and the Browns shared a party 
line with 10 other families. Their “ring” 
was two longs and a short. Conversations 
were kept short and to the point, privacy 
wasn’t expected. Think of the changes in 
communications Rose has experienced! 

Now we’re really connected... 
It’s estimated the average American 
makes at least 20 telephone calls a day. 
The number of text messages being sent 
is on the rise, especially among teenagers 
age 13 to 17. According to a recent study 
the average teenager sends more than 
3,330 texts per month. The estimated 
number of emails sent in 2010, a stagger-
ing 107 trillion...the average number sent 
per day...294 billion (including 89% that 
were spam).

Since the 1930s it has been our nation’s 
policy to promote telecommunication  
services to all households.
